What We Are Learning in Room 202!


Reading – We are finishing up Unit 1 of Adventures of Superkids!  Students have read two stories and a poem and learned about several ways to analyze text.  Next week, we will begin Unit 2, and introduction to the spelling and sounds of “th” and “wh”!


Math – Students have begun Chapter 2 and started to look at each of our subtraction strategies.  They started with circling the number being subtracted, then crossing it out!
